General Information

Foyers are open one hour before performance times except for International Concert Series evenings, which open at 6pm.

Bars at both The Anvil and The Haymarket are located in the stalls and circle foyers. The bars open pre-show and during the interval, serving a selection of beer, wine, spirits, soft drinks, hot beverages, confectionary and ice cream. For most performances interval drinks can be pre-ordered at the bar and may be taken into the auditorium in plastic glasses. 
Latecomers

After the auditorium doors have closed, latecomers may only be admitted at a suitable point in the performance, at the discretion of the Duty Manager.

Sound levels are monitored in accordance with the conditions of the licensing authority.
